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The 2010 Time Warner Cable AHL All-Star Classic will pit two teams of American Hockey 

League All-Stars against each other in a Skills Competition and the annual AHL All-Star Game. 

The two-day event is televised throughout the United States and Canada. 

 

The first AHL All-Star Game was played in 1942 as a fundraiser for World War II efforts in 

Canada and the United States. 

 

Six All-Star Games were played in the 1950s, squaring off teams of all-stars against the 

defending Calder Cup champions. Participants included future Hockey Hall of Famers such as 

Frank Mathers, Emile Francis, Brian Kilrea, Harry Lumley, Pierre Pilote, Gump Worsley and 

Johnny Bower. 

 

The modern AHL All-Star Game began in 1995, and a Skills Competition was added in 1996. The 

2010 AHL All-Star Classic in Portland will be the 23
rd

 All-Star event in league history. 

 

Of the 488 players to take part in the AHL All-Star Classic since 1995, more than 93 percent 

have competed in the National Hockey League, including Patrice Bergeron, Brad Boyes, Dan 

Boyle, Daniel Briere, Brian Campbell, Zdeno Chara, Rick DiPietro, Jiri Hudler, Miikka Kiprusoff, 

Kari Lehtonen, Ryan Miller, Zach Parise, Bobby Ryan, Martin St. Louis, Jason Spezza, Eric Staal 

and Tomas Vokoun. 

 

Coaches to lead All-Star teams include current NHL head coaches Bruce Boudreau, Todd 

McLellan, John Tortorella, Scott Gordon, John Stevens, John Anderson and former Portland 

Pirates bench boss Barry Trotz. 

 

The AHL each year honors alumni enshrined in the Hockey Hall of Fame at its All-Star Classic. 

Past honorees have included Emile Francis, Andy Bathgate, Serge Savard, Larry Robinson, 

Grant Fuhr, Billy Smith, Rod Langway, George Armstrong, Al Arbour, Bill Barber, Gerry 

Cheevers, Bill Torrey, Gump Worsley and Johnny Bower. 

 

The American Hockey League Hall of Fame also hosts its induction ceremony during the AHL All-

Star Classic. Housed on-line at www.ahlhalloffame.com, the AHL Hall of Fame has 18 current
